TITLE

The title is the last thing to be written in an article. It should be written in a sentence style, not using capital letters (except for words that must begin with a capital letter). The title is the element that engages readers, so it is appropriate to propose a creative title, specific and able to synthesize the main information of the article and having no more than 20 words. Besides, do not use acronyms or footnotes. Add the English version.

ABSTRACT

The abstract should be written in a single paragraph and should have a maximum of 250 words. You should not use citations or footnotes. Remember that many databases only collect the title, abstract, keywords and references. Therefore, it is important that these sections are impeccable to engage readers with your article. Since it is an informative abstract, it is important that the author addresses the problem investigated, the proposed aim, as well as the methodology used, ending with the main results of the research, as well as a conclusion.

Keywords

Write a maximum of 5 keywords, use standardized words that can be found at: http://vocabularies.unesco.org/browser/thesaurus/en/groups 

Separate the words by a semicolon (;). Example:

1. Introduction

The introduction should be organized from the global to the particular point of view, guiding the readers towards the objectives of writing this work. Therefore, begin by explaining the importance of the topic: here it is necessary to specify the what and why of the work carried out with a current and novel bibliographic support (substantiate statements and data) as well as the academic value that, by way of justification, captivates the reader. Next, address the conceptual or historical background of the topic: this is to contextualize the reader temporally and spatially through a brief review of the past and present of the subject of the article, in order to justify the way, it will be treated from now on and as a useful strategy to arouse academic interest in the article. End this section by clearly stating the objective of the article: it is recommended to present it in the last paragraph of the introduction, and it should be in tune with the research question, and it should also be coherent with the rest of the parts of the article.

Avoid the introduction to be too long or too short, support the background with enough authors and that these are relevant (Remember to use at least 30% of citations from major databases: Scopus, Web of Sciences, ErihPlus, Redalyc). Cite properly according to APA 7th edition style (See guidelines).
2. Metodología

This section answers the question of how the problem was studied. It presents and justifies the methodology chosen, and then goes on to develop it and show the results of its application. The article should make clear how it has been prepared and the techniques used to collect the data on which it is based, as well as the way in which the analysis of the data has been carried out. For example, whether interviews, case studies, focus groups, opinion surveys, or whether a review of external national statistics, comparative analysis, documentary content analysis, autobiographies, observation, etc. were used. For the analysis of the data, it should be clear how and why the selection was made, the emphasis and key points where more attention has been paid, and its contribution to answer the central problem posed. 

The study system should be clearly described and presented as precisely as possible for the reader to understand and confirm the development of the research. The sample and sampling strategies should be described, as well as the type of statistical analysis used. If the authors use a technique from a published study, they should include a citation and a summary of the procedure in the text. The method should also be appropriate for the current study.
If your work proposes a new method, you should include detailed information so that an expert reader can work with it in the future.

3. Results
In the results section, limit yourself to stating what you have found, but do not interpret the results or discuss their implications. Use subheadings to separate types or classes of results.

Results should be presented in a logical order. In general, this means in order of importance, not necessarily in the order in which the studies were conducted. Use the past tense to describe your results; however, use the present tense to refer to figures and tables. For the correct use of tables/figures/graphs: (See guidelines).
Do not duplicate data between figures, tables, and text. 

4. Discussion
Compare your results with those of other studies: Are they consistent? If not, discuss possible reasons for the difference.

Briefly describe the limitations of your study to show reviewers and readers that you have accounted for weaknesses in your research. Many researchers hesitate to do this as they think it highlights the weaknesses of their research to the editor and reviewer. However, doing so actually gives a positive impression of your article as it makes it clear that you know your topic in depth and can think objectively about your research.

Argue what your results could mean for researchers in your field, those in other fields, and the general public. How could your results be applied?

State how your results extend the findings of previous studies.

4. Conclusion

The conclusions reached by the author are written. Place them in order from the most important to the least important. The conclusion is not a summary of the article, nor an extension of the previous section, that is, it should not cite authors or provide more data, you should only write the conclusions reached after completing the research and always related to the objective proposed at the beginning of the article. Finish by highlighting the limitations of the article and suggesting future lines of research.
